Magnitude of Substance Use in India report submitted by the National Drug Dependence 

Treatment Centre of the All-India Institute of Medical Sciences to the Ministry in February 

this year, 1.3% of children between 10 and 17 years reported current use of alcohol, 0.9% 

reported use of cannabis, 1.8% reported use of opioid and 1.17% reported use of inhalants. 

According to the 2017 report by United Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC), 255 

million people worldwide use illicit drugs, of which 29.5 million suffered from drug use-

related disorders.
